How is the money raised and where does it go?


Donors support the walkers by pledging a donation.  The walkers collect the donations at the time donors are signed up.  25% of the funds raised will go to the local Love INC Community Food Pantry.  These funds are matched $1/$1 by the Fremont Area Community Foundation.    Donors may designate the remaining portion of their gifts to approved international hunger fighting agencies like World Hope International, CRWRC, Lutheran World Relief, etc. by writing in their specified agency on the pledge envelope in the designated column.  Undesignated gifts will be used by Church World Service to provide sustainable self-help and development, disaster relief, and refugee assistance to some 80 countries.
